John 1:34 
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Called to be Followers of the Lamb… 
 
   In a beautiful reflection on the Gospel of John, Jean Vanier, 
founder of L’Arche, an international network of communities 
for people with intellectual disabilities, wrote these words:
 
   “…when Jesus comes, he comes not as a spectacular God of 
power, but as a gentle lamb, the Chosen One of God, the 
Beloved.  He comes in a very simple way, opening our hearts 
to people with the breath of peace and the quiet shaft of 
light…. He comes into that part of our being that is our 
treasure, that sacred space within us, hidden under all the 
fears, walls and anger in us so that we may grow in the spirit 
of love.” 
 
   We are called to be followers of the Lamb…always and 
everywhere.   That includes  standing up for the weakest and 
most vulnerable among us.  Over the next week and month 
we have specific opportunities to make a visual statement 
that we believe in the sanctity of human life from conception 
to natural death. 
 
   On Sunday, January 22, the 44th anniversary of the Supreme 
Court decision Roe v. Wade, we will gather at 2:45 on the 
corner of Park Avenue and Mulberry for the annual Pro-Life 
Walk to the square.  At 3:00 we will gather at the Gazebo for a 
short program and prayer.  Will you join us? 
 
   Monday, January 23, is designated by the U.S. Bishops as a 
particular day of prayer and penance, called the Day of Prayer 
for the Legal Protection of Unborn Children.  In all the 
Dioceses of the U.S. this date is observed as a day of prayer for 
the full restoration of the legal guarantee of the right to life 
and of penance for violations to the dignity of the human 
person committed through acts of abortion.   Will our pews be 
full at 5:30 Mass that day? 
 
   The weekend of January 27-29 thousands will gather in 
Washington, D.C., for the annual March for Life.  While it is not 
possible for everyone to make that trip each year, could we 
support the participants by our prayers or offers of financial 
assistance? 
 
   In one month Ohio plans to resume executions.  While we 
continue to pray and work hard to abolish the death penalty 
in our state, we also prepare to resume Candlelight Vigils, 
held the evening before every scheduled execution.  We 
stand in silence from 7 to 8 p.m. on State Route 13 across from 
the main entrance  to Mansfield Correctional as a public 
witness to the dignity of all life.  Barring a stay of execution, 
the date of the upcoming vigil will be Tuesday, Feb. 14.  Will 
you join us?

LEVEL 3 SNOW  EMERGENCY 
 

Whenever a county/city within the Diocese of Toledo is 
placed under a Level 3 Snow Emergency, during which all 
roadways are closed to non-emergency personnel, the Cath-
olic Churches within that geographic region will cancel the 
scheduled Saturday Vigil, Sunday, or Holy Day Masses. Ro-
man Catholics in that region, therefore, are dispensed 
from the obligation to attend Mass. If Masses are cancelled, 
Catholics are encouraged to participate in Holy Mass via tele-
vision, radio, or internet, making a spiritual Communion.  
When Mass is cancelled, all other diocesan, parish, or school 
events in that geographic region are also cancelled.

Ohio Death Penalty Set to Resume in February 2017. In January of 2015, the State of Ohio announced a moratorium on 
the use of the death penalty due to the lack of availability of required drugs. This moratorium was lifted on January 12, 
2017, with the execution of Ronald Phillips now set for February 15. Bishop Daniel E. Thomas urges all Catholics and people of 
good will to take five steps to abolish the death penalty in the State of Ohio: 1) Pray for the victims of crime, those facing 
execution, and those working in the criminal justice system; 2) Reach out to the families of those affected by violent crime by 
bringing Christ’s love and compassion; 3) Learn about the Church’s teaching on capital punishment and educate others in this 
vital area of concern by visiting: http://www.usccb.org/issues-and-action/human-life-and dignity/death-penalty-capital-
punishment/index.cfm. 4) Advocate for the end of the death penalty by sending a postcard and by calling Governor John Kasich at: 
614-466-3555, urging clemency for all 139 individuals on death row in the State of Ohio.
